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1 Have mercy upon me, O God, according to 
Your steadfast love; according to the multitude 
of Your tender mercy and loving-kindness blot 
out my transgressions.

2 Wash me thoroughly [and repeatedly] from 
my iniquity and guilt and cleanse me and make 
me wholly pure from my sin!

3 For I am conscious of my transgressions and 
I acknowledge them; my sin is ever before me.

4 Against You, You only, have I sinned and 
done that which is evil in Your sight, so that 
You are justified in Your sentence and faultless 
in Your judgment.

5 Behold, I was brought forth in [a state of] 
iniquity; my mother was sinful who conceived 
me [and I too am sinful].

6 Behold, You desire truth in the inner being; 
make me therefore to know wisdom in my 
inmost heart.

7 Purify me with hyssop, and I shall be clean 
[ceremonially]; wash me, and I shall [in reality] 
be whiter than snow.

8 Make me to hear joy and gladness and be 
satisfied; let the bones which You have broken 
rejoice.

9 Hide Your face from my sins and blot out all 
my guilt and iniquities.

10 Create in me a clean heart, O God, and 
renew a right, persevering, and steadfast spirit 
within me.

11 Cast me not away from Your presence and 
take not Your Holy Spirit from me.

12 Restore to me the joy of Your salvation and 
uphold me with a willing spirit.

13 Then will I teach transgressors Your ways, 
and sinners shall be converted and return to 
You.

14 Deliver me from bloodguiltiness and death, 
O God, the God of my salvation, and my 
tongue shall sing aloud of Your righteousness 
(Your rightness and Your justice).

15 O Lord, open my lips, and my mouth shall 
show forth Your praise.

16 For You delight not in sacrifice, or else 
would I give it; You find no pleasure in burnt 
offering.

17 My sacrifice [the sacrifice acceptable] to 
God is a broken spirit; a broken and a contrite 
heart [broken down with sorrow for sin and 
humbly and thoroughly penitent], such, O God, 
You will not despise.

18 Do good in Your good pleasure to Zion; 
rebuild the walls of Jerusalem.

19 Then will You delight in the sacrifices of 
righteousness, justice, and right, with burnt 
offering and whole burnt offering; then 
bullocks will be offered upon Your altar.

A PSALM OF DAVID
PSALMS 91

1 He who [a]dwells in the secret place of the Most 
High shall remain stable and fixed under the shad-
ow of the Almighty [Whose power no foe can with-
stand].

2 I will say of the Lord, He is my Refuge and my For-
tress, my God; on Him I lean and rely, and in Him I 
[confidently] trust!

3 For [then] He will deliver you from the snare of the 
fowler and from the deadly pestilence.

4 [Then] He will cover you with His pinions, and un-
der His wings shall you trust and find refuge; His 
truth and His faithfulness are a shield and a buckler.

5 You shall not be afraid of the terror of the night, 
nor of the arrow (the evil plots and slanders of the 
wicked) that flies by day,

6 Nor of the pestilence that stalks in darkness, nor 
of the destruction and sudden death that surprise 
and lay waste at noonday.

7 A thousand may fall at your side, and ten thousand 
at your right hand, but it shall not come near you.

8 Only a spectator shall you be [yourself 
inaccessible in the secret place of the Most 
High] as you witness the reward of the wicked.

9 Because you have made the Lord your refuge, 
and the Most High your dwelling place,

10 There shall no evil befall you, nor any plague 
or calamity come near your tent.

11 For He will give His angels [especial] charge 
over you to accompany and defend and 
preserve you in all your ways [of obedience and 
service].
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12 They shall bear you up on their hands, lest 
you dash your foot against a stone.

13 You shall tread upon the lion and adder; the 
young lion and the serpent shall you trample 
underfoot.

14 Because he has set his love upon Me, 
therefore will I deliver him; I will set him on high, 
because he knows and understands My name 
[has a personal knowledge of My mercy, love, 
and kindness—trusts and relies on Me, know-
ing I will never forsake him, no, never].

15 He shall call upon Me, and I will answer him; I 
will be with him in trouble, I will deliver him and 
honor him.

16 With long life will I satisfy him and show him 
My salvation.

9 Pray, therefore, like this: Our Father Who is in 
heaven, hallowed (kept holy) be Your name.

ARMOUR OF GOD

EPHESIANS 6:10-18
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10 In conclusion, be strong in the Lord [be em-
powered through your union with Him]; draw 
your strength from Him [that strength which 
His boundless might provides].

11 Put on God’s whole armor [the armor of a 
heavy-armed soldier which God supplies], 
that you may be able successfully to stand up 
against [all] the strategies and the deceits of 
the devil.

12 For we are not wrestling with flesh and 
blood [contending only with physical oppo-
nents], but against the despotisms, against 
the powers, against [the master spirits who 
are] the world rulers of this present darkness, 
against the spirit forces of wickedness in the 
heavenly (supernatural) sphere.

13 Therefore put on God’s complete armor, 
that you may be able to resist and stand your 
ground on the evil day [of danger], and, having 
done all [the crisis demands], to stand [firmly 
in your place].

14 Stand therefore [hold your ground], having 
tightened the belt of truth around your loins 
and having put on the breastplate of integrity 
and of moral rectitude and right standing with 
God,

15 And having shod your feet in preparation [to 
face the enemy with the [a]firm-footed sta-
bility, the promptness, and the readiness [b]
produced by the good news] of the Gospel of 
peace.

16 Lift up over all the [covering] shield of [c]
saving faith, upon which you can quench all 
the flaming missiles of the wicked [one].

17 And take the helmet of salvation and the 
sword that the Spirit [d]wields, which is the 
Word of God.

18 Pray at all times (on every occasion, in ev-
ery season) in the Spirit, with all [manner of] 
prayer and entreaty. To that end keep alert and 
watch with strong purpose and perseverance, 
interceding in behalf of all the saints (God’s 
consecrated people).the flaming missiles of the 
wicked [one].



1. If I [can] speak in the tongues of men and 
[even] of angels, but have not love (that reason-
ing, intentional, spiritual devotion such [a]as is 
inspired by God’s love for and in us), I am only a 
noisy gong or a clanging cymbal.

2 And if I have prophetic powers ([b]the gift of 
interpreting the divine will and purpose), and 
understand all the secret truths and mysteries 
and possess all knowledge, and if I have [suffi-
cient] faith so that I can remove mountains, but 
have not love (God’s love in me) I am nothing (a 
useless nobody).

3 Even if I dole out all that I have [to the poor 
in providing] food, and if I surrender my body 
to be burned or [c]in order that I may glory, but 
have not love (God’s love in me), I gain nothing.

4 Love endures long and is patient and kind; 
love never is envious nor boils over with jeal-
ousy, is not boastful or vainglorious, does not 
display itself haughtily.

5 It is not conceited (arrogant and inflated with 
pride); it is not rude (unmannerly) and does not 
act unbecomingly. Love (God’s love in us) does 
not insist on its own rights or its own way, for it 
is not self-seeking; it is not touchy or fretful or 
resentful; it takes no account of the evil done to 
it [it pays no attention to a suffered wrong].

6 It does not rejoice at injustice and unrigh-
teousness, but rejoices when right and truth 
prevail.

7 Love bears up under anything and everything 
that comes, is ever ready to believe the best 
of every person, its hopes are fadeless under 
all circumstances, and it endures everything 
[without weakening].

8 Love never fails [never fades out or becomes 
obsolete or comes to an end]. As for prophe-
cy ([d]the gift of interpreting the divine will and 
purpose), it will be fulfilled and pass away; as 
for tongues, they will be destroyed and cease; 
as for knowledge, it will pass away [it will lose 
its value and be superseded by truth].

9 For our knowledge is fragmentary (incomplete 
and imperfect), and our prophecy (our teach-
ing) is fragmentary (incomplete and imperfect).

10 But when the complete and perfect (total) 
comes, the incomplete and imperfect will van-
ish away (become antiquated, void, and super-
seded).

11 When I was a child, I talked like a child, I 
thought like a child, I reasoned like a child; now 
that I have become a man, I am done with child-
ish ways and have put them aside.

12 For now we are looking in a mirror that gives 
only a dim (blurred) reflection [of reality as [e]
in a riddle or enigma], but then [when perfec-
tion comes] we shall see in reality and face to 
face! Now I know in part (imperfectly), but then 
I shall know and understand [f]fully and clearly, 
even in the same manner as I have been [g]fully 
and clearly known and understood [[h]by God].

13 And so faith, hope, love abide [faith—convic-
tion and belief respecting man’s relation to God 
and divine things; hope—joyful and confident 
expectation of eternal salvation; love—true af-
fection for God and man, growing out of God’s 
love for and in us], these three; but the greatest 
of these is love.
